ULTRASOUND EXAMINATION OF THE RESTORATION OF
REPRODUCTIVE FUNCTION IN WOMEN WHO UNDERWENT A

A retrospective analysis of 70 lactating women is carried out according to
a specially compiled questionnaire in the obstetric complex Karakul district,
Bukhara region.
